During the early morning hours we plan to enter Antarctic Sound, the body of water between the tip of the
Antarctic Peninsula and Joinville and Dundee Islands. Antarctic Sound was named for the first ship to ever
pass through it, the Anrarctic. Commanded by Captain C.A. Larsen, she carried the Swedish Antarctic
Expedition of 1901-04. Otto Nordenskjold led the expedition, which first charted and named many of the
features in this area. Captain Larsen eventually had the misfortune to lose his ship to the crush of the pack ice
while other members of the expedition were exploring on land. He and his crew were forced to winter on
: Paulet Island in 1903. L

X | After breakfast, we plan to take you ashore at Hope Bay to visit Wally Herbert's hut, where he was based in
the mid 1950's. Hope Base dates back to the 1940’s. The British evacuated the base after a fire in which two
men died. When the British returned to rebuild the base in 1952 the Argentineans had already begun to
establish their base at Esperanza. In objection to the return of the British, the Argentineans fired shots over

the heads of the British as they approached the shore. We will not be visiting the Argentine base.

0745 (approx.) Explorer arrives at Hope Bay. Landing will begin shortly after arrival,
0930 Last Zodiac from shore. Explorer heads through Antarctic Sound towards the Weddell Sea.

EXPEDITION TIME! : ;
Later in the morning we will enter Erebus and Terror Gulf on the western edge of the Weddell Sea, to start
our exploration of the eastern side of the Antarctic Peninsula, Erebus and Terror Gulf is named for the two
ships used by Sir James Clark Ross in exploring these waters in 1842-43, The same two ships achieved even
further renown some years later when Sir John Franklin and company disappeared on board Erebus and Terror
while searching for the Northwest Passage. This region has been visited by only a handful of scientists and
explorers, and is still very poorly known. We will certainly encounter tremendous tabular icebergs, and
- probably pack ice. There is a chance we may see Orcas (killer whales), and there is a very slight chance we
might be able to see an Emperor penguin - occasionally they are seen in this region, although the nearest
known colony is 800 miles away. Qur plans for the rest of the day will remain flexible to make the most of
the opportunities which arise. Please listen carefully for announcements. We encourage you to spend time
: on deck as the scenery here can be quite spectacular!
